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H1N1 Flu and Davis County 

 Attendance Policy

 The Davis County School Dis-

trict is temporarily modifying the current 

attendance policy in response to the ap-

pearance of H1N1 flu in our community.  

  Not everyone who becomes ill 

will have H1N1 flu.  There are other dis-

eases circulating in our community.  

Symptoms of influenza are fatigue 

(weakness and feeling very tired), fever 

(over 100 degrees), sore throat, muscle 

aches, chills, coughing, and sneezing.  

Some people have diarrhea and vomiting 

as well.   Persons with symptoms of in-

fluenza should call their family doctor for 

advice.  

  The Iowa Department of Public 

Health (IDPH) is urging people with 

symptoms of the flu to stay at home until 

they have been fever free for 24 hours, 

without the use of fever lowering medi-

cines such as Tylenol (acetaminophen) or 

Motrin (ibuprofen).  People generally 

feel better within a week.  IDPH does not 

recommend that schools close just be-

cause there are cases of influenza.   

  It is important for students and 

staff who are ill to stay home to prevent 

the spread of the virus.  The attendance 

policy is being modified as follows:  If a 

parent or guardian calls in to report an 

absence and states that their student has 

flu symptoms, the student will be ex-

cused for up to five consecutive days, 

with or without a doctorôs note.  Please, 

do not send sick students to school.   

  It is always important to contact 

your family doctor for advice when your 

child is ill.  Other illnesses being reported 

include sinus infections, strep throat, and 

bronchitis, which may need to be treated 

with antibiotics.
